Winter Street Cleaning

The Town asks a few things of the
residents in order for the town

crew to do their job more effec-
tively and efficie
show arrives

+ Remove all vehicles parked on
the street until the street
has been cleared of snow.
This allows the grader opera-
tor the chance to keep all of
the streets as wide as possi-
ble. Also, the Town of
Langham Traffic Bylaw states
that no vehicle may be parked
at one place on any street for
a period of time exceeding 24
consecutive hours.

Please remember not to
place electrical cords across
the sidewalks. If you need
to plug in a vehicle parked on
the street you must, accord-
ing to bylaw number 1 -83,
ensure that the cord is at
least 3 meters above the
sidewalk. Cords placed
across sidewalks are haz-
ardous not only to the
snow-clearing person but
also to pedestrians.

Do not blow, shovel, or in
any way move snow out onto
the street. This creates a
traffic hazard both in the
winter and during spring

breakup.
