Council also saw the need to change 

the fine structure to equal those in 

other towns and municipalities. 

Fines in the old bylaw (dated in 

1983) ranged from $15.00  - $25.00. 

Today fines range from $1000.00 - 

$1500.00 but if paid within 10 days 

of the service of the ticket, the 

fine is reduced to $50.00 - $150.00 

depending on the violation. Failure 

to pay a ticket issued under the new 

New Traffic Bylaw for Langham 

double line within the business core.

Nuisance Bird & Animal Bylaw 2009-02 

The office has received numerous  

complaints regarding the nuisance 

caused by crows. With the coopera-

tion and assistance of the RCMP and 

SERM (Saskatchewan Environment 

Resource Management), the Nui-

sance Bird & Animal Bylaw 2009 -02 

was developed and permits the Town  

to control nuisance birds or animals 

such as crows.  

The Council of the Town of Langham 

in the Province of Saskatchewan, in 

open meeting hereby enacts as fol-

lows: 

1. Workers under employment by 

the Town of Langham are 

hereby empowered to hunt nui-

sance birds and animals within 

the corporate limits of and/or 

on land owned by the Town of 

Langham. 

2. Workers undertaking the task 

of hunting nuisance birds and 

animals shall be licensed under 

Federal and/or Provincial Regu-

lations to carry firearms.  

If you should notice a gentlemen 

walking around with a firearm, this 

may be a Town Employee.  

Should crows be nesting in your 

trees,  and you would like them re-

moved, please call the Town Office, 

283 -4842.  

Another winter is behind us and 

residents are reminded that dur-

ing the month of May our Bylaw 

Officer  will be inspecting yards 

for infractions under the Nui-

sances Bylaw #2006 -02.  Please 

take the time to monitor your 

property, ensure all grass has 

been cut, obsolete wood and 

metal is removed and that your 

property is maintained in accor-

dance with the bylaw.  The bylaw 

covers a wide range of items in-

cluding derelict buildings and 

vehicles and the proper storage 

of these items.

Remember, you are still liable for 

construction faults even after you 

sell your home.  

The cost of a Building Permit is $5.00 

per $1,00.00 for the total cost of     

construction which includes materials 

and labor.

That the construction is       

inspected to ensure personal 

safety and  

To ensure you have proper infor-

mation for liability with your 

Development & Building Permits 

Call the Town Office to verify         

whether your construction 

project or home improvement                 

requires a permit   

If you plan on re -shingling your home 

and disposing of the old asphalt shingles 

at the transfer station, a shingle permit 

must be purchased at the Town Office 

during regular office hours.  The cost 

of these permits is $2 per bundle of 

shingles replaced or $1 for every 16 

square feet of shingles removed.   

Example #1:  A roof that is 1600 square 

Shingle Permits 
feet with one layer of shingles removed:  

(1600 ft² ÷ 16 x 1 Layer = $100.00)  

The reason for this permit is that shin-

gles add a lot of weight to the transfer 

bins. The Town pays for the disposal of 

the bins based on their weight. The 

ôextra weight costsõ therefore are cov-

ered by those who dispose of shingles 

and not  ratepayers, in general.

Business License Bylaw #2010-02

6.  If smoke from an open -air fire 

causes an unreasonable inter-

ference with the use and enjoy-

ment of another personõs prop-

erty, the fire shall be extin-

guished immediately.  

7.  Any person who violates or 

fails to comply with any of 

the provisions of this bylaw is 

guilty of an offense and liable 

on summary conviction to the 

penalties set out below:  

 a) First offence -  $100.00.  

 b) Second Offence - $200.00.  

 c)  Third or subsequent  

  offences not less than 

 $200.00 and not more than 

 $2000.00.  

 d)  Fines under 7(a) or 7(b) 

shall be discounted to the sum 

of $75.00 for a first offence 

and $150.00 for a second of-

fence if paid  within 14 calendar 

days of the date of the notice 

of bylaw violation.  

The Council of the Town of Langham 

in the Province of Saskatchewan, 

enacts as follows:  

1.  Open-air fires shall not be set 

unless the following measures 

are taken to limit their spread:  

 a)  Fires shall be contained in 

a non-combustible receptacle 

constructed of cement, brick or 

sheet metal with a minimum 18 

gauge thickness;  

 b)  A receptacle shall be cov-

ered with a heavy gauge screen 

with openings not exceeding 13 

millimeters; and  

 c)     The size of the fire box 

of any receptacle shall not ex-

ceed 0.61 cubic meters.  

2.  The fuel for open -air fires shall    

 consist only of charcoal or cut,

NUISANCE  

6.  If a dog or cat defecates on any 

public or private property other than 

on the private property of the owner, 

possessor or harborer of the said dog 

or cat, the owner, possessor, keeper 

or harborer of the dog or cat shall 

cause such defecation to be removed.  

7.  No person shall, being the owner, 

possessor, harborer or keeper of a 

dog or cat that has defecated within 

the boundaries of the municipality, 

neglect or refuse to remove or cause 

to be removed such defecation;  

 a)   from public property.  

  b)   from private property upon 

complaint from the owner, tenant or 

other person designated to represent 

the interests of the owner or tenant 

of such private property.  

8.  The owner of a dog or cat shall not 

permit their dog or cat to do any of 

the following which constitute being a 

nuisance: to urinate or spray on, or 

otherwise damage or interfere with 

any property other than the property 

of the owner of the dog or cat.  

9. No owner shall permit his dog or 

cat to cause a disturbance by 

barking or howling or hissing or 

fighting or otherwise make dis-

ruptive noises deemed to be a 

nuisance.

Bylaw #3-90 
Skateboarders are reminded that 

Bylaw No. 3-90,  states that no per-

son shall operate a skateboard on 

any sidewalk, street or park in the 

downtown area of the Town of 

Langham. 

Our Bylaw Enforcement Officer will 

be asked to investigate complaints 

and he may impound the skateboard 

for seven days (first offense) and 

then fourteen days for the second         

offense.

This Bylaw shall be known as the 

Curfew Bylaw.  

1. That any child under the age of               

sixteen years and not under the 

care of a parent or guardian, 

after the hour of 11:00 pm may, 

at the discretion of a Police  

Officer or Town Official be:  

a. Returned to his or her resi-

dence or,  

b. Placed in detention or,  

c. Placed in the care of a
