72 Hour Parking

The Council of the Town of Langham
would like to remind all residents of a
number of parking issues.

e Thereis a maximum parking time of
72 hours for all vehicles, recrea-
tional vehicles, trailers, and semi
trailers

e No vehicle shall be parked on a
public highway unless it is displaying
license plates for the current year.

e DO NOT Park a vehicle so as to

block the exit of any vehicle al-
ready parked therein or in such a
manner as to obstruct or interfere
with the use of any remaining space
therein by others for parking pur-
poses.

e No operator of a vehicle shall stop

or park such vehicle in any of the
following places, except where nec-

essary to avoid collision or conflict
with other traffic or in compliance

with the directions of a Police Officer
or traffic sign or signal.

Winter Street Cleaning

The Town asks a few things of the
residents in order for the town crew to
do their job more effectively and
efficientlyéé. when

+ Remove all vehicles parked on the
street until the street has been
cleared of snow. This allows the
grader operator the chance to
keep all of the streets as wide as
possible. Also, the Town of
Langham Traffic Bylaw states
that no vehicle may be parked at
one place on any street for a

period of time exceeding 72
consecutive hours. The Town of
Langham Bylaw Enforcement

+ Please remember not to place
electrical cords across the side-
walks. If you need to plug in a
vehicle parked on the street you
must, according to bylaw number
2010-10, ensure that the cord is
at least 3 meters above the side-
walk. Cords placed across

sidewalks are hazardous not only
to the snow -clearing person but
also to pedestrians.

Do not blow, shovel, or in any way
move snow out onto the street.
This creates a traffic hazard

both in the winter and during
spring breakup.

Please remove all the following
items from the alleys and place
them on your own property: trail-
ers, vehicles, wood, dirt piles,
tires, and all other debris.
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New All Terrain Vehicle Bylaw #201D7

Effective October 2011 a new All Ter-
rain Vehicle Bylaw took effect. Unfortu-
nately we are unable to display all by-
laws on the town website and if you wish
a hard copy, one may be purchased from
the Town Office for $1.00.

The Council of the Town of Langham in
the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as
follows:

1) This Bylaw may be cited as the
All Terrain Vehicles Bylaw.
